Dear Parents and Community Members:

We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER) which provides key information on the
2010-2011 educational progress for Pontiac Academy for Excellence Elementary School. The AER addresses
the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws. The school’s report contains information
about student assessment, Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) and teacher quality.

For 2010-2011, Pontiac Academy for Excellence Elementary School did not make Adequate Yearly Progress
(AYP) because we exceeded the 1% exception cap for students with special needs who took the alternative state
assessment. However, PAE Elementary School has not been identified for improvement and is currently in
AYP Phase Zero. If we do not make AYP for two years in a row, we will be identified for school improvement.
In collaboration with the newly appointed Director of Special Education, our administrative and instructional
staff will continue to work diligently to address this issue. In the 2011-2012 school year, the majority of our
students who took the MI-Access assessment in the 2010-2011 will take the MEAP-Access assessment. As
always, we hold a heavy reliance on the families and surrounding community of Pontiac Academy for
Excellence Elementary School to assist us in reaching our common goal of achieving the very highest level of
education and academic success for our students.

State law requires that we also report the following additional information:

I. School Enrollment & Contingency Process

Pontiac Academy for Excellence practices open enrollment for all students K-5. If enrollment if
full, a lottery process is used if and when openings are available. Parents will be notified if the
student is enrolled.

11. School Improvement Process

The School-wide Plan for Pontiac Academy for Excellence Elementary School includes goals,
measures and strategies in all four core subject areas for grades K-35, which is supported by a
variety of school-wide data. The School-wide Plan was also developed through an analysis of the
Michigan School Improvement Framework with the entire staff. The School Improvement Team
meets at least twice a month to ensure the implementation of goals and strategies. Information from
the School Improvement Team is reported to the staff and School Board of Education.

Description of Curriculum and Review Process

Pontiac Academy for Excellence’s Core Curriculum is derived from the State of Michigan
Department of Education Benchmarks and Standards and Grade Level Content Expectations. PAE
works closely with our authorizing agency, Saginaw Valley State University, to ensure the
curriculum is aligned, revised and up-to-date in order to maximize opportunities for all students in
attendance.

The staff of PAE has developed year-long plans and curriculum maps for each subject. These maps
are used to ensure all essential and required Michigan Benchmarks, Standards and Grade Level
Content Expectations are taught throughout the year. These plans and maps are updated and
revised at the beginning of each school year. The curriculum is monitored through weekly lesson
plans, weekly grade level meetings and frequent assessments. A copy of the core curriculum is
available in the Elementary School office.
